Root hairs of Raphanus sativus (radish). One of the main medications of the epidermis of
roots is the root hair. Root hairs (RH), which are tubular outgrowths of individual epidermal
cells, form near the root tip just behind the zone of elongation. The large numbers of root hairs,
as can be seen in 2, greatly increase the absorptive area of the root and are important for the
uptake of water and essential minerals. The region in which root hairs are actively elongating by
the addition of new materials at the tip of the root hair can be seen in 3.
